Course Prescription 
Can education contribute to social justice? A critical examination of the 
contemporary concern with social justice in education. Drawing on local and 
international research, this course explores debates about the nature of power, 
and the ways that gender and sexuality, ethnicity, indigeneity, social class, and 
other social identities are taken up in the pursuit of social justice within education. 
 
Programme and Course Advice

Learning Outcomes 
By the end of this course it is expected that the student will have: 

1. Explored possible relationships between education and social justice. 
2. Gained content knowledge about schooling and diverse applications of the

4. Developed skills to enable a critical analysis of schooling and education 

practices. 
5. Gained foundational understandings to enable progress into stage 3 courses
