Sample LLB Degree Structure - Completion within 3.5 years 2023 Regulations

For NEW STUDENTS to the University of Auckland, commencing LLB degree under current regulations.
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(i) This LLB plan allows completion of the LLB degree programme in three and a half years, but it involves a heavier than normal load in two and a half of the three and a half years. There is no need to complete within the minimum timeframe, and students may wish to enrol for a
more manageable load by extending the overall timeframe.

(i) a student enrolling in LLB Part I will, in respect of the courses other than LAW 121G, 131 and 141, be required to enrol in the degree of the 401-442, 444-461, LAWPUBL 401-471

(ii) a student who is required to take 15 points from courses in General Education (other than LAW 121G) and who does not take these points in Part The U“?VerSitY_Of Auc'da“d_ Aca_demic Integrity Course as specified in the Enrolment and Programme Regulations,
1, will need to fulfil this requirement concurrently with Parts II-IV. In this case the points will be additional to the requirements of Parts II-1V. Academic Integrity, of the University Calendar.
