In 
ten years, I see myself continuing to serve our 
people and community in the same way my 
mother and past teachers have done.”

To gain entry to your degree programme, you must meet admission, programme and undergraduate English 
language requirements. Our friendly team will help you every step of the way!

New Zealand secondary school applicants
For entry based on a New Zealand secondary school qualification, you 
must first meet the University Entrance (UE) standard – UE is the minimum 
standard needed to enrol at a New Zealand university. For entry requirements 
based on NCEA, Cambridge International and IB qualifications, see

Alternative entrance pathways
Overseas secondary school applicants
You must meet the equivalent of the New Zealand University Entrance 
standard as well as the entry requirements for the programme you wish to 
enrol in. These are listed on our website. If you have completed a qualification 
not listed on our website, we will assess your application on an individual 
basis. You must also meet our undergraduate English language requirements.

Special Admission
If you are over 20 years of age on the first day of the semester you plan to 
commence study, are a New Zealand or Australian citizen or permanent 
resident and have no formal University Entrance qualification, you may be 
eligible for Special Admission. Note that you must also meet the “Other 
selection requirements” for your chosen programme.

Discretionary Entrance
If your Year 12 results are exceptional, you are aged under 20, are a 
New Zealand or Australian citizen or permanent resident and do not 
hold a University Entrance qualification, you can apply for admission by 
Discretionary Entrance. You must have National Certificate of Educational 
Achievement (NCEA) Level 2 or higher. You will be assessed on your 
academic background and a recommendation from your school principal.

Home-school applicants 
You must achieve the UE standard from a recognised secondary qualification 
or foundation programme. You must also meet the requirements for your 
chosen programme.

Prior tertiary study
To transfer from a New Zealand or overseas tertiary institution you must meet 
admission, programme and undergraduate English language requirements. 
When you apply, you may also apply for a transfer of credit for courses 
completed elsewhere.

Preparation programmes
Successful completion of one of our preparation programmes allows 
admission to the University of Auckland Faculty of Education and Social 
Work undergraduate programmes. (See pg. 6 for more information about 
preparation programmes.)

Undergraduate Targeted Admission Scheme (UTAS)
The University has a range of admission schemes to improve access to 
higher education for Māori and equity groups. UTAS is the University’s 
Undergraduate Targeted Admission Scheme for eligible Māori and Pacific 
applicants, applicants from refugee backgrounds, applicants with disabilities, 
or applicants from restricted economic circumstances. For the purposes of 
UTAS, restricted economic circumstances applicants are school leavers from 
a decile 1–3 school. UTAS reserves a number of places in our undergraduate 
programmes for such students who have met the University Entrance 
standard but do not meet the guaranteed entry score for the programme of 
their choice.

Bachelor of Education (Teaching) and Graduate Diploma in Teaching

Referees’ reports, literacy and numeracy assessment, an interview and a police check. Applicants must meet 
the requirements of the Teaching Council of Aotearoa New Zealand, including language competency. They will 
also be subject to safety checks under the Children’s Act 2014.

Bachelor of Education (Teaching English to Speakers of Other Languages) Police check and an interview. Applicants will be subject to safety checks under the Children’s Act 2014.

Bachelor of Sport, Health and Physical Education No additional requirements

Bachelor of Early Childhood Studies
You will be required to consent to disclosure of criminal convictions as part of the application process.

Note: While a record of criminal convictions will not prevent attainment of your qualification, it may limit your 
options with regards to available practical learning opportunities.

Bachelor of Social Justice Studies Subject to regulatory approval.
