They are expected to be able to consider historical, long-term and big picture
perspectives, to systematically address complex problems and to be inventive in their solution seeking.

2. Creatively seek solutions to complex or unpredictable problems, taking advantage of developments
in research and technology, as appropriate.

Graduates are expected to be able to receive and interpret information, express ideas and share knowledge
with diverse audiences in a range of media and formats. They are expected to be able to establish a rapport
and build collaborative relationships with individuals and groups.
