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« Women represented a fairly consistent 55 - 57% of the equivalent full-time students at the University of
Auckland in the 2019 - 2022 period.

« Across this period, enrolment by women was lowest in the Faculty of Engineering (26%), and highest in the
Faculty of Education and Social Work (78%).

« The faculty with the most even distribution was the Faculty of Business and Economics, where there were a
total of 11,245 EFTS from women and 11,472 male EFTS over the 2019 - 2022 period.
