For the purposes of
UTAS, restricted economic circumstances applicants are school leavers from
a decile 1-3 school. UTAS reserves a number of places in our undergraduate
programmes for such students who have met the University Entrance
standard but do not meet the guaranteed entry score for the programme of
their choice.
