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What is the Rhodes Scholarship?

 The Rhodes Scholarship is a fully-funded, full time, postgraduate
award which enables talented young people from around the world,
to study at the University of Oxford.

* We encourage applications from talented students everywhere.

* Applying for the Scholarship is a challenge, but it is an experience
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which has helped generations of young people to succeed.

 Rhodes Scholars come to the UK for two or more
years and can apply to study any postgraduate
course offered by Oxford University.
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The Rhodes Scholarship was established through the Will of Cecil John Rhodes
in 1902. Over a hundred years later, the Rhodes Scholarships are the oldest and
perhaps most prestigious international scholarship programme in the world.

Our reputation as the world's most distinguished academic
scholarship rests not on the controversial life of our founder
Cecil Rhodes, but on the enormous contributions our
Scholars have made to the world.

And the qualities sought in a Rhodes Scholar -

intellectual distinction combined with concern for others,
energy to lead, and a focus on public service - remain as
compelling as they were over a century ago.



What does the Rhodes Scholarship Cover?

* The Rhodes Scholarship covers Oxford University (and College) (0
fees, as well as providing an annual stipend.

* Following selection for the Scholarship, the Rhodes Trust will cover (\
the fee required to apply to study at the University of Oxford.

* The Trust will cover the fee for a Tier 4 study visa and the
associated International Health Surcharge (IHS).

* We cover two economy class flights - to and from the UK - for the
beginning and end of studies in Oxford. On arrival in Oxford,
Scholars also receive a settling in allowance.

You must have completed, or be in the processing of completing, an
undergraduate degree with a GPA of 3.7 out of 4 or higher, or the
equivalent academic level in your country.
